For duststorm/sandstorm use wind breaks. One of the best methods is the use of
windbreaks or shelterbelts to reducing the impact of wind speed, which would then
reduce the amount of soil material from being carried and transported.
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The benefits of windbreaks include decreased soil erosion, increased crop yields,
reduced potential and actual evapotranspiration improved internal plant water
relations, reduced livestock stress, control of drifting snow, building maintenance
and energy savings.
